Ordinance No. 62

AN ORDINANCE CREATING A DOWNTOWN DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY FOR THE
VILLAGE OF ROSCOMMON, DESIGNATING BOUNDARIES OF THE BOWNTOWN
DISTRICT, AND PROVIDING FOR QOTHER MATTERS RELATED THERETO,

'THE VILLAGE OF ROSCOMMON ORDAINS:

Section 1. Titie This ordinance shall be known as the
"Downtown Development Authority Ordinance” of the Village of
Roscommon

Section 2. Determination of Necessity; Furpose The village
Council hereby determines that it 1is necessary for the best
interest of the public to create a pubizic body corporate which
shall operate to halt preoperty value deterioration, eliminate the
causes oI hat deterioration, increase property tax valuation where
possibie in the business district of the Viliage, and promote
econamic growth, pursuant to Act 197 of the Public Acts of
Michigan, 1975, as amended.

Section 3. Definiticns “he terms used in this ordinance shall
have the same meaning as given to them in Act 147 or as hereinafter
in this section provided unless the context clearly indicates to
the contrary. As used in this ordinance:

"Authority” means the Downtown Development Authority of
the village of Roscommon created by this ordinance.

"Ret 197" means Act No. 197 of the Public Acts of
Michigan of 1975, as amended

"Board” or "Board of Directors: means the Board of
Directors of the Authority, the governing body of the
Authority.

"Chief Executive Officer" means the President of the
Village -

"Village"” means the Village of Roscommon, Michigan.

"Council™ or "Village Council” means the Village Council
of the Village

"Downtown District™ means the = downtown district
designated by this ordinance, as now existing or
hereafter amended, and within which the Authority shall
exercise 1ts power,



Section 4. Creation of Authority There 1is hereby created
pursuant to Act 197 a downtown development authority for the
Village. ‘The Authority shall be a public body corporate and shail
be known and exercise its powers under title of the ¥“Downtown
Development Authority of the Village of Roscommon™. The Authority
may adopt a seal, may sue and be sued in any court of this State
and shall possess all the powers necessary to carry out this
ordinance and Act 197. The enumeration of a power in this
ordinance or in Bct 197 shall not be construed as a limitatien upon
the general powers of the Authority.

Section 5. ~Yerminacvion Upon completion of its purposes, the
Authority may be dissolved by the Council. The pProperty and assets
of the BAuthority, atfter dissolution and satisfaction of its
obligations, shall revert to the village.

Section b6, Description of Downtown District The Downtown
Districc shall consist of the territory in the viliage described in
Exhibit A, attached hereto and made a part hereof, subject to such
changes as may hereinafter be made pursuant to this ordinance and
Act 197.

Section 7. Board of Directors The Authority shall be under the
supervision and control of the Board. ¢The Board shall consist of
the Chief Executive Officer and 12 members. Members shall be
appointed by the Chief Executive QOfficer, subject to approval by
the Council. Not less than a majority of the members shall be
persons having an interest in property located in the Downtown
District. Not less than one of the members shall be a resident of
the Downtown District, if the Downtown District has 100 or more
persons residing within it. Members shall be appointed to serve
for a terim of four years, except that of the members first
appointed for terms of 1 year, 2 years, 3 years, and 4 years. A
member shall hold office until the member‘s successor is appointed
and gualified. Before assuming the duties of office, a member
shall quaiify by taking and subscribing to the constitutional oath
of office. An appointment to £ill a vacancy shall be made by the
Chief Executive Uffice for the unexpired term only. #Members of the
Board shall serve without compensation, but shali be reimbursed for
actual and necessary expenses. The chairperson of the Board shall
be elected by the Board. The Board shall adopt Bylaws governing
its procedures subject to the approval of the Council. In the
event that the Board determines to emplaoy a Director of the
Authority, such Director shall furnish a bond in the penal sum of
$20000 payable to the authority for use and benefit of the
authority and shall file the same with the Viilage Clerk for the
Village,

Section 8. Powers of Authority Except as specirtically
octherwise provided in this ordinance, the authority shall have all
powers provided by law subject to the limitations imposed by law
and herein.




Section 9. Fiscal vear; Adoption of Budget
(a) The fiscal year of the Authority shall begin on July

lst of each year and end on June 30th of the following year, or
such other fiscal year as may hereafter be adopted by the Council.

(b} The Board shall prepare annually a budget and shall
submit it to the Council for approval in the manner and at the
time, and which budget shall contain the information, required of
municipal departments. The Board shall not finally adopt a budget
‘for any fiscal until the budget has been approved by the Council.
The Board may, however, tempeorarily adopt a budget in connection
with the operation of any improvements which have been financed by
revenue bonds where required to do so by the ordinance authorizing
the revenus bonds.

(c) The Authority snall submit financial reports to the
Counc11 at the same time and on the same basis as department of the
Village are required to submit reperts. ‘The Authority shall be
audited annually by the same independent auditors auditing the
Village and copies of the audit report shall be filed with the
Council.

Section 10. Section Headings; Severability: Repealer Bection

headings are provided for convenience only and are not intended to ..

be part of this ordinance. If any portion of this ordinance shall
pe held to be uniawtiul, the remaining portions shall remain in full
torce and effect. All ordinances and parts of ordinances in
conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

Eection 11. Publication, Recording and Filing This ordinance
shall be published once after its adoption in full in the Roscommon

Herald-News, a newspaper of general circulation in the Village of
Roscommon and the Village Cierk shall file a certified copy of the
ordinance with the Michigan Secretary of State promptly after its
- adoption.
